PUBLIC NOTIFICATION AND ENTITY ADVICE

PUBLIC NOTIFICATION

Pursuant to Division 7.3.4 of the Act, the application was publicly notified from 5 February 2010 to
26 February 2010. Three written representations were received during the public consultation.

The main issues raised were as follows. Comments are provided as appropriate.
(@) Construction Access to the site via Hickey Court would impact Orana School

Response: Part A2.3.6 of the Deed of Agreement states that a Construction Access Plan must be
submitted for approval and that the Access Point for the site is to be from Unwin Piace to the
southwest of Orana School. Impacts on and safety of adjoining lessee will be considered as part
of assessing the Traffic Management Plan as required by a condition of approval.

(b) Construction traffic access via Cotter Road
Construction traffic and school traffic on Unwin Place may result in large volumes of traffic in
Unwin Place at certain times of the day. Access via Cotter Road should be considered

Response: The construction works on Cotter Road to connect stage 2 of the development is a
capital works item. A funding bid is in place for these works with the view to construct the
roundabout in 2010/11. A condition of approval is to be imposed that will require the site and
surrounds to be managed in accordance with a Traffic Management Plan that will be approved by
TAMS.

(c) Traffic Volumes
The road design and hierarchy will not adequately cater for future traffic demands.

Response: The road design and hierarchy proposed in the development meet the requirements of
the Territory Pian and TAMS and have been designed to cater for projected traffic demands.

(d) Screening for adjoining users

Response: The road reservation widths and tree planting requirements were negotiated at the
time of the amendment to the Territory Plan. These items have been stated in the Deed of
Agreement and/or the Concept Plan for North Weston. The development application meets these
requirements.

(e) Unclear garbage collection arrangements for Sections D and E.

Response: Garbage from Section E and D will be collected from the rear lane that services these
dwellings (Road 10).

(f) Access for large vehicles including trucks on Road 10

Response: The application has received endorsement from both ESA and TAMS and meets their
requirements.

(g) Treatment of Hickey Court Loop
The future treatment of Hickey Court Loop is unclear.

Response: Requirements have been inserted into the Deed of Agreement requiring the developer
to undertake off site works. These requirements are indicated as part of the development
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
